STARCHING ANDBLOCKING: Use a hot solution of starch (following the drections on package of
starch) or use asugar solution (of one cup of sugartoa boiling cup of water). Wet crocheted dotlv first,
then crochet in the soluton; stretch and pin doily to correct size and shape on apadded surface; sretch
and adjust ruffle on muffled doily to desred shape. Allow dalv to drv completelv before removing.
Detals of Dalies are puides to chedk each round and row. Numbers m circles indicate the rounds
