What bride wouldn’t like a beauti-
ful lacy crocheted tablecloth to adorn

her table? This one is made in a pine-
apple design; each square measures
6Y2 inches when blocked. The joining
of the blocks gives a small motif effect
between pineapples, the all-over effect
is very pretty. The model was made
of Lily Daisy Mercerized Crochet
Cotton, size 30—twenty-two skeins or
balls of white, cream or ecru; use a
number 13 crochet hook. 108 blocks
(9 x 12) are required for a tablecloth
about 62 x 82 inches.

Abbreviations: Ch (chain); st
(stitch); Ip (loop); sl st (slip stitch);
rnd (round); dc (double crochet); tr
(treble)—thread over twice and work
off 2 lps at a time; sp (space); sc
(single crochet); sk (skip); p (picot).

Block—Ch 9, sl st in starting st.
Ch 3, 19 dc in ring, sl st in first ch 3.

Rnd 2: Ch 3 (counts as a dc), (dc,
ch 3, 2 dc) in same st, * ch 9, (2 dc,
ch 3, 2 dc) in next 5th dc. Repeat
from * twice. Ch 4, tr in first ch 3 —
this brings thread in position to begin
next rnd.

Rnd 3: Ch 3, turn, (dc, ch 3, 2 d¢)
in tr, * ch 4, (3 dc, ch 3, 3 dc) in
center of next shell, ch 4, (2 dc, ch
3, 2.dc) in 5th st of next ch 9. Repeat
from * around. End with ch 4, sl st

in top of first ch 3, sl st in next dc,
sl st in next sp.

Rnd 4: Ch 8, turn, * (3 dc, ch 3,
3 dc) in next shell, ch 5, 9 dc in next
shell, ch 5 and repeat from * around.

End with 8 dc, sl st in third st of first
ch 8. Pineapples begin in this rnd.

Rnd 5: Ch 4, turn, dc in next dc,
(ch 1, dc in next dc) 7 times, * ch 5,
(3 dc, ch 3, 3 dc) in next shell, ch
5, dc in first dc of next pineapple, (ch
1,dc in next dc) 8 times. Repeat from
* around. End with ch 5, sl st in third
st of first ch 4. Sl st in next ch 1 sp.

Bnd 6: Turn, * ch 5, (2 dc, ch 3, 2
dc, ch 3, 2 dc) in next shell, ch 5, sc
in first ch 1 sp of pineapple, (ch 5,
sc in next ch 1 sp) 7 times. Repeat
from * around. End with six ch 5
Ips, ch 2, dc in end ch 1 sp.

Rnd 7: Turn, * (ch 5, sc in next
lp) 6 times, ch 5, (3 dc, ch 3, 3 dc)
in each of 2 sps in next shell, ch 5,
sc in first ch 5 lp on next pineapple.
Repeat from * around. End with ch
5, sl st at start of rnd. Sl st to center
of first lp.

Rnd 8: Turn, * ch 5, (3 dc, ch 3,
3 dc) in next shell, ch 7, sk 6 dc below,
a shell in next sp, ch 5, sc in first Ip
of pineapple, (ch 5, sc in next lp) 5
times. Repeat from, * around. End
with four ch 5 lps, ch 2, dc in next Ip.

Rnd 11: Turn, * (ch 5, sc in next
Ip) twice, ch 5, a shell in next shell,
ch 5, a shell in first sp on corner shell,
(ch 1, a shell in next sp) twice, ch 5,
a shell in next shell, ch 5, sc in first
1Ip of pineapple. Repeat from * around.
S1 st to center of first lp.

Rnd 12: Turn, * ch 5, a shell in

next shell, ch 7, a shell in next shell,
ch 5, (3dc,ch3,3dc ch3, 3dc) in
next shell, ch 5, a shell in next shell,
ch 7, a shell in next shell, ch 5, sc in
first Ip on pineapple, ch 5, sc in next
lp. Repeat from * around, making ch
2 and dc instead of final ch 5 Ip.

Rnd 13: Turn, * ch 5, a shell in
next shell, ch 9, a shell in next shell,
ch 5, shell in first sp of corner shell,
ch 2, a shell in next sp, ch 5, a shell
in next shell, ch 9, a shell in next
shell, ch 5, sc in tip of pineapple. Re-
peat from * around.

Rnd 14: Turn, * ch 5, a shell in
next shell, ch 11, a shell in next shell,
ch 6, a shell in next shell, ch 7, sk
corner sp, a shell in next shell, ch 7,
a shell in next shell, ch 11, a shell in
next shell, ch 5, sc in next sc. Repeat
from * around. End with tr instead of

final ch 5.
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
