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Child’s Knitted Jacket
As Shown On Front Cover

This lovely jacket knitted in plain
stockinette stitch with a band of garter
stitch around edge and on sleeves, was
made of Lily Soft Spun Yarn in white
(three 150-yard balls); the design is
worked in duplicate stitch using em-
broidery floss—one skein each of pink,
light pink and medium green. An at-
tractive pink trim in open picot stitch
completes the edge. A small amount of
pink Soft Spun Yarn is needed for
trim. Four small pearl buttons are re-
quired for the fastening. You will need
one pair each of number 2 and 3 knit-
ting needles and a number 7 steel cro-
chet hook for the crochet trim. Any
other desired color combinations may
be made. The directions are for a six
months to one year size. There is no
shoulder seam in this garment.

Gauge: Using number 3 needles.

7 stitches equal one inch.
9 rows equal one inch.

Abbreviations: K (knit); p (purD);
sts (stitches); dec (decrease); inc (in-
crease); Ip (loop); sc (single crochet);
ch (chain); p (picot); to make garter
st—k-every row.

Back—With white, cast on 60 sts on
number 2 needles. K 4 ribs of garter
st. Change to number 3 needles and
k in stockinette st for 7V inches; al-
ways k the 2 sts at each end of needle
in garter st. Bind off 4 sts at each end
of needle, and dec at end of needle
on the next 4 rows (48 sts on needle).
K in stockinette without dec for 3'2
inches. Do not make garter sts at ends
of these rows. K 32 sts and place on

stitch holder or safety pin. Right
shoulder—dec on the right side at the
neck edge.twice on the next 4 rows,
k in stockinette for 4 rows.
Front—Inc 4 times on the next 4
k rows at the neck edge. Cast on 4 sts
at the front and k 13 rows straight.
Inc 3 times at sleeve edge on the next
4 rows; then cast on 4 sts at the same
sleeve or underarm edge. K in stock-
inette st with garter st edge for under-
arm seam, the same length as back:
Pick up sts along the front edge. Work
4 ribs of garter st across bottom and
along front edge; inc before and after
the corner st in each row for a mitered
corner. Bind off on wrong side. It may
be easier to use 3 needles when work-

ing the garter st band.

Work the other front in the same

way, leaving the back neck sts on
holder.

in highly decorative fabrics. The de-
signs are applied to these fabrics by
a method known as batik (pro-
nounced bi-ték’). This method dyes
the design directly into the fabric and
leaves the material with its original
texture, and without stiffness.

Have you ever tried painting white
flowers on a colored cloth? That is
what started me on a search for a
medium that would permit me to
color the greater part of the cloth and
leave the flowers white, yet retain the
original softness of the fabric.

This batik technique consists of
applying a design to the surface of
the cloth by means of melted wax.
The cloth is then placed in a dye
bath. The waxed areas are resistant
to the dye and when the wax is
melted out, the “resist” areas remain
the original color of the cloth.

The designs used by the natives of
the East Indies are based upon con-
ventional objects, shells, fruit, leaves,
birds, and flowers. Cotton cloth is
most generally used, although some
silk fabrics take well to the batik
method. The equipment and method
used are simple and inexpensive. Nec-
essary equipment includes: Frame,
twill tape, pins, thumb tacks, batik
wax (V2 paraffin, 12 beeswax), brushes,
all-purpose dye.

Carefully draw the design onto the
fabric with pencil. Large, bold designs
are best to achieve “South Sea’s” char-
acteristics.

The frame for waxing designs should
be large enough to hold a good size
working area of fabrics, yet small
enough to maintain tension. An 18-
inch square frame is about right. This
frame can be made of common pine
lumber (1-by-l-inch), mitered at cor-
ners and fastened with corrugated

fasteners (Figure 1).

Thumb tack dressmakers cotton twill
tape to the frame. Allow tape to lap
over inside edge of frame (Figure 2).

After drawing designs, stretch cloth
on frame pinning securely to edges of
tape (Figure 3).

Now you are ready for the wax.
Some art supply stores carry a prepared
batik wax, but if not available, a mix-
ture of ¥2 beeswax and V2 paraffin will
work equally well. Batik process is a
dye-resist method in which the wax
forms a protective coating over the

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bath. Allow it to remain until desired
color is attained. Remove from bath
and rinse thoroughly in clear luke-

warm water. Hang up to dry away
from heat.

- When dry, remove wax by placing
fabric between several thicknesses of
newspaper, running a warm iron over
it until wax is absorbed by newspapers.

Batik is not necessarily restricted to
the use of single colors. Several related
colors may be used. Starting with the
lighter dye bath, when material is dry
(do not remove wax), again stretch on
frame. Cover areas of design that you
wish to remain this lighter shade with
wax. Submerge in darker dye bath.

Keep your designs bold and simple.
Geometric designs, or stylized flowers,

leaves and birds make delightful batik
prints.

St. Valentine’s Day

The sending of valentines on St.
Valentine’s day observes one of the
very special days of the year. This
custom did not originate with St. Val-
entine; however, he probably would
approve of sending messages of love
and kindness with his name on them.
Valentine’s day is one of festivity, lov-
ing thoughts and kind feeling and not
one of annoyance, as the so-called
comic valentines convey. It is observed
in more or less the same fashion that
it was when first started, probably be-
fore the fourteenth century.

The beginning of this custom is not
definite. However, there are several
stories known that want to claim its
origin. Not much is known about St.
Valentine, except that he was a bishop
who lived about 300 years after Lord
Jesus was on earth. He was a martyr,
so called because he admitted he was
a Christian. During early times when

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Christianity was in its infancy, the
Romans put to death all those who
claimed they were Christians; St.
Valentine was an early martyr.

The Romans held a feast each year
in February which was known as
“Lupercalia”—in honor of a god by
the name of Lupercus. Lupercus
watched and protected the shepherds
and their flocks from the hordes of
wolves that surrounded the wilderness
of Rome. All Roman gods were hon-
ored with these special feast or cere-
monial days. On this day, the names
of all young women were placed in a
box, then the young men drew the
names by chance from the box. The
name that each drew became his lady
love.

The Christian priests wanted the
people to forget their heathen gods;
however the annual feast continued
and was called St. Valentine’s day be-
cause St. Valentine’s birthday was
about that time of year and the people
wanted to commemorate his holy life.

The nature of the festival was
changed by putting in the box names
‘of saints and martyrs. The name that
each person drew was his or her valen-
tine and all were supposed to live the
holy life of that person throughout the
year. |

But as the above custom changed,
the names put in boxes were of living
people instead of saints and became
valentines. The sending of pretty
tokens and messages in kind remem-
brance arose from this custom.

It used to be the custom for people
to compose valentines, complete with

verses. Now they are printed in great
numbers. By comparison the valentines

of today have hearts, cupids, flowers,
verses, etc., much the same as those of
olden times.

There are other stories about the
origin of St. Valentine’s day. Another
is of country tradition that “usually
this time of year the birds choose their

Why do the leaves on my philo-
dendron get yellow and have spots
on them? I water them with egg-
shell water. Will a small amount
of Vigoro in the water help this

plant? Mrs. J. G., Kansas.

When a philodendron makes small
leaves or stops growing it is primarily
because of insufficient light coupled
with high dry temperature. The more
light a plant has the more heat it can
stand. In well drained soil with
plenty of light and fresh balmy warm
air a philodendron should thrive with-
out any special care or feed. Vigoro,
eggshell water or any other feed can-
not be substituted for light, heat, drain-
age and water.

I have a plant called a military
plant which was growing nicely in
a pot plunged in the ground out-
doors. Before frost came I
brought it inside. Within two
weeks the leaves all began to fall
off. I can find no insect. W hat
could be the trouble? Mrs. W. G.
S., New York.

The plant, a Pilea, is commonly
known as an artillery plant. It is a
tropical plant and the cool nights dam-
aged the small succulent leaves even
without frost. It is quickly damaged
by low temperatures. If cut back hard
new leaves will appear and in time a
new plant can be had.

I transplanted some light pink
chrysanthemums. In the new lo-
cations they were a deep rose
color. Can you tell me the reason

for this? Mrs. A. H., New York.

A chrysanthemum will vary in bril-
liance, or depth of color of the bloom,
depending upon the food supply. An
abundance of food deepens and bright-
ens the flower color. When the chry-
santhemum was transplanted it was
probably placed in richer, better soil.
Hence the darker color of the flowers.

- I am sending a leaf of our gar-
denia to see if you can tell us what
ails it. We have had two and they
turn yellow and brown spots ap-
pear on the leaves. Then they die.
Mrs. C. W. A., Washington.

The leaves show definite signs of
chlorosis. Too much alkali, overwater-
ing, a lack of iron or root nematodes
will cause this condition. It is most
likely this condition can be corrected
by watering the plant heavily every
ten days with water to which one
ounce of iron sulphate has been added
to each two gallons of water. This
will acidify the soil, a very necessary
condition for the successful growth of
gardenias.

How can I start an African violet
from a leaf? Mrs. L. B, Min-

nesota.

Select a firm mature leaf. Using a
sharp knife cut the stem off at the base
of the leaf and insert the leaf in a pot
of clean coarse sand to a depth of half
an inch. Several leaves may be planted
in the same pot, just so long as they do
not touch one another. Water the sand
thoroughly to settle it around the base
of the leaf. Place the potted leaf in a
temperature of 65 to 70 degrees, out of
drafts and keep the sand moderately
moist. In about eight weeks small ros-
ettes of new plants will appear. As
soon as they are an inch tall they may
be transplanted to two-inch pots. Sev-
eral plants may be made from one ros-
ette of leaves if they are pulled apart
carefully.

Please tell me why my fuchsia
plant dries up and the leaves drop
off even though it gets water the
same as other plants? R. A., Mich-
igan.

The fuchsia has a natural rest period
in late fall, lasting about six weeks.
The old plant should be shaken out of
the pot in September, cut back hard
and repotted in new rich soil. After a
time it will start up again and grow
vigorously. If kept growing in the
same soil without rest all winter, it
will become straggly and weak.

I have a crown-of-thorns plant
which is very large. Could I cut it
down and try to start a new plant?

Mzrs. C. S., Ohio.

The crown-of-thorns, or Euphor-
bia, may be pruned back very hard and
will break -out with new shoots. But,
better still, take a number of cuttings
from the tips of the branches and pot
them up directly in two-inch pots.
They will root and make nice plants
if kept in a warm place with plenty of
light and not too much water.

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I have a baby rose plant which I
keep in the house. It gets a sort
of white fuzz on the leaves and be-
fore the leaves are full size they
dry up. The plant just doesn’t
grow. What can I do for this? Mrs.

The baby rose you have is probably
the rose rouletti. It has a tendency to
mildew. The mildew looks like white
mould. Dusting with sulphur dust
regularly will control mildew. Also,
place the plant in a lighter place and
so far as possible keep the foliage dry.

FEarn money!

My freesia piants have bloomed
now seem to be drying or

ripening off. What do I do now?
Mrs. L. E. W., Nebraska. |

Freesias, which have been grown in
pots, should be given less and less
water until they are completely dried

off. Then the bulbs should be shaken
from the soil. The large bulbs should
be saved and the small ones thrown
away. ['he large bulbs stored in a cool
dry place may be planted again next
winter.

Could I grow a water lily in a
small tub on my back porch in al-

most full sun? Mrs. R. H. P., Ken-
tucky.

A half barrel or a tub at least two
feet in diameter is as small a container
as can comfortably accommodate a
water lily plant. The best ones for
growing in a container of this size are
the hardy day blooming ones such as
pygmy white, or yellow, or Nymphaea
ladekeri, pink.

I am enclosing leaves from my
ivy vine. Can you tell me what is
on these leaves and what I should
do before the whole plant is in-

fected? Mrs. J. K., Missouri.

The spots on the under side of the
ivy leaves are soft scale. As these scales
become older they build up a black
covering over themselves and stick
very tight to the leaf. Unless they are
destroyed they will kill the ivy. Regu-
lar spraying with a spray containing
D.D.T. will control this scale. Detex
is such a spray. Used at the rate of 1
tablespoonful to a gallon of water it
will soon clean up the ivy. Or the
plant may be sprayed or dipped in an
oil spray such as Volck. However, an
oil spray should not be used often.
Once every three months is about as
often as it is safe to spray with such

sprays.

Pillowcases With Boy

Have you tried to buy pillowcases
for genuine boys?

ones for boys, and the Indian head ma-
terial would be soft and practically
never wear out. [his is how I made
them.

Since the material was 36 inches
wide, I used the width of the material
for the length of the pillowcase. After
I put in a 2-inch hem and sewed it up
on the opposite end, it was just the
right length for a pillowcase. 1 meas-
ured off 42 inches of material; this
gave me a piece of material 42 by 36
inches. These measurements are for
my pillows which are 21 inches wide.
If your pillows are of a ditferent size
just use twice the width of your pillow
and have your material long enough
so that after you put a hem in, it will
still be long enough to cover up your
pillow. I then folded it lengthwise,
selvage to selvage and seamed one end
and the selvage edges. Then I put a 2-
inch hem in the other end. This made
a plain bright colored pillowcase that
would be very hard to show soil, and
would save a lot of washing and
ironing.

These pillowcases may be decorated
in many ditferent ways. Keep your
decorations appropriate for boys. For
one I used bright red rick-rack, and
for another one I used bright yellow
rick-rack. Each boy knew which pillow-
case was his by the color of the braid.
I turned the pillowcase right side out,
and sewed the rick-rack on top of the
hem stitching. This made a border
about 2 inches from the edge.

Since I started to make bovs pillow-
cases for real boys, I have found that
many different types ot material may
be used. I use colors that will show
the least soil; also cowboy prints. In
other words, I use any kind of print
that is suitable for a boy’s room. I
made some with a western print. Of
course I didn’t put any trimming on
these, because they were colorful
enough If you had a plain print you

— 50 —
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could use a western print for a border.
In this way remnants of material could
be used.

Making pillowcases for boys led me
to making curtains suitable for boys’
rooms. | like a plain tailored type B;r
their rooms. I used print to match their
pillowcases combined with a plain ma-
terial. I made two pairs of sash cur-
tains; one pair for the top half of the
window and one pair for the bottom
half of the window. I used white feed
sacks for the plain material. From the
white material I cut two pieces 17 by
19 inches for the top; and two pieces
19 by 23 inches for the bottom. I then
tore strips of printed material 4 inches
wide, and sewed these on the edges of
the white material that would be in the
middle of the window. Lay the right
side of the print to the wrong side of
the plain material. Sew a seam, then
turn the right side of the print to the
right side of the plain material. Turn
under a seam allowance and sew it
down on the first seam. This will make
a border of double thickness. I have a
machine with a zig-zag stitch and I
use it to make these curtains. I sew
bias tape on the outside edges of the
curtains. Match the color to the print
material.

For the top sash curtains I tear a
strip of print material 8 inches wide,
and long enough to sew to the top
of these curtains. With the right
sides of the plain material and print
material together, seam along the top
edge. I press the print material to-
wards the top, then turn the material
to the wrong side and turn under a
hem of three inches. I then stitch 1%
inches from the top, to this make a
casing for the rod and a small heading
in the top print border.

For the bottom of these top sash cur-
tains, I tear a strip 4 inches wide. I
sew this strip onto the bottom of the
Plain material, press it down towards

the bottom and put a one-half-inch
hem in it. This finishes the top sash

The bottom sash curtains are made
almost in the same way, except I do
not make a heading. I just turn under
15 inch for the casing for the rod. On
some I do not put a border on the top
of the bottom sash and on others I add
a small border if I am short of plain
material. 1 use the four-inch strip on
the inside edge, sewed the same as the
top sash curtains. I sew tape on the
outside edge and the four-inch strip on
the bottom.

There are many variations to these
pillowcases and curtains. The more
you make, the more ideas you will get
to suit your own boys and your own
special window.

Tailored-to-Measure

Lingerie Boxes
Mrs. James E. Pence

Unable to fit satin-covered hose,
glove and hanky boxes into the oft-
sized drawers of a chest-on-chest in-
herited with a furnished apartment,
I decided to make them to fit. A casual
shopping of department stores supplied
boxes of various shapes, which I fitted
into the drawers for the greatest con-
venience, accessibility, and economy ot
space. By using masking tape freely at
the corners and ends I could cut the
near-fits to fit nicely.

Covered in quilted taffeta Cor satin)
to match the decor of the bedroom they
were so pretty and practical I decided
to make hose-type boxes for panties
and bras and large flat ones for slips
and gowns. The latter can be stacked
tray-wise to save space and provide
perfect division and order in lingerie
drawers.

My tailored-—to-measure accessory
boxes attracted the attention of friends
who began to request them color-keyed
and made to fit their needs. Single
boxes or matching sets make nice gifts
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for many occasions, especially since the
big flat ones and large divided ones
cannot be bought in stores.

All flat boxes are $1.00 and divided
ones $1.25, which allows a wide margin
of profit for the time spent. Quilted
satin and taffeta I pick up at remnant
counters when possible Rarely do I
have difficulty in finding boxes The
only other materials required are: a
good quality of paste, heavy white
bond paper, thin cardboard, masking
tape and thread.

To make the divider for a hosiery box
the strip of cardboard is bent on each
marked line (as in the picture) and the
perpendicular folds are held together
with masking tape.

The flat boxes are very simple to
cover. Side surfaces are coated with
paste and covered with a strip of ma-
terial cut as long as the perimeter of
the box and as wide as both the in and
out sides, with generous allowance for
la -under at the inside and outside
bottom. These edges are fastened with
masking tape. Heavy white bond paper
is cut to fit and pasted to the out51de
bottom for a flnlsh A loosely fitting
piece of cardboard is cut for the inside
bottom, coated with paste and cov-
ered with material, the ed es of which
lap under and are taped This flat

Sew button
at opposite end. Grosgrain ribbon can
be used in place of the green felt if
desired.

covered piece is securely pasted into
the bottom of the finished box.

The only difficult step is the con-
struction and covering of the dividers
for the hose-type boxes. A box
4" by 14” by 2” planned for seven
spaces will require a strip of cardboard
315" by 38” divided and marked off
into nineteen equal parts slightly short
of two inches each. Trim end of card-
board if necessary. It is bent on each
marked line as shown in photograph.
The perpendicular folds are held to-
gether by tape down each side. The
material strip is cut to allow a 12"
lap at sides and ends, marked off into
two-inch sections, folded with right
sides together (just as the cardboard
is) and sewed with thread where tape
was used on the cardboard. Seams are
trimmed and the “pockets” turned to
the right side. The taped perpendicu-
lar dividers will fit into them. The
lap allowance at the ends and sides is
turned under and secured with tape.
The completed divider is then pasted
into the bottom of the finished box.

With seams trimmed and
turned right side out, the cover is fitted
over the cardboard piece by slipping the

“pockets”

“pockets” over the perpendicular di-

viders.

Place all small pieces of laundry in
a pillowslip as you remove them from
the line. Saves time when sprinkling.

tracts from its obviously sound prac-
ticality. They point out in their intro-
ductory chapter that anyone, regard-
less of aptitude or talent, can learn to
twist wire into attractive, interesting
forms that make unusual additions to
a costume jewelry collection. They say,
in effect, that “another thing that goes
toward making this a popular hobby is
the fact that you start producing right
away. [here are no long practice ex-
ercises, no tools to set up, no machines
to fiddle with. If you can handle the
simplest tools—a screw driver, an egg
beater—you can make this jewelry and
get results at the first lesson.”

In the way of implements one needs
only a pair of nippers, a couple of pairs
of pliers, a file, and some copper wire.
As a matter of fact, the problem of
necessary materials is so simple that
some women carry them with them in
their knitting bags and, at an informal
tea party, settle themselves comfortably
and begin fashioning jewelry with the
same ease and unconcern that they
would exhibit if they were knitting a
pair of socks.

"The one point stressed most strongly
by the authors is the importance of
studving the first ten chapters of their
book in the order in which they ap-
pear. They have chosen designs in
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those chapters that involve progres-
sively more complicated techniques
but they say that none of these tech-
niques is difficult if approached in the
manner they recommend. Much of the
charm and persuasiveness of the book
is due to the fact that one can'’t help
believing that they are right. It all
looks beautifully simple. As a matter
of fact, it all looks beautiful. Begin-
ning with the coiled Egyptian bracelet
with matching earrings in the second
chapter and carrying right on through
to the pendants, rings, and necklaces
that use balls, beads, and buttons as
added attractions that one finds in the
final chapters, all the jewelry de-
scribed is distinctive and lovely.

For those readers interested in com-
bining profit with pleasure there is an
informative chapter at the end of the
book entitled “Pricing and Selling
Your Jewelry.” In it the authors in-
struct one how to arrive at a fair price
for one’s work. They discuss the proper
wholesale price, the agent’s commission,
and the retail price. Then they dis-
cuss the most successful ways to sell
one’s work. There is definitely money
to be made from wire jewelry but one
should weigh every aspect of the situa-
tion carefully before embarking on the
business seas.

A final chapter is directed to teach-
ers. Here, among other things, the
authors recommend particularly that
if one is going to teach shut-ins or bed
patients one should go prepared with

plenty of material and plenty of ideas.
They also suggest that one let the stu-
dents start making their own designs as
soon as they have made their first piece
because in that way they not only
learn a great deal about the properties
and characteristics of wire but they
also develop their imagination and
Creative impulses, and that way fun
and possibly fortune lie.
